Dwarf planets are like the solar system's eight planets, but smaller. They orbit the Sun
but are not moons, Today, scientists have classified 5 dwarf planets including Pluto,
which was originally the ninth planet until 2006. It is so far away that astronomers can
hardly see it, even with the most powerful telescopes. Pluto is only 2,200 km in
diameter, even smaller than our moon. Because Pluto has an orbit arcund the Sun which
is very elliptical, there are times when it crosses Neptune's orbit and once every 248
years for a period of 20 years, Neptune is farther from the Sun than Pluto.

When it gets nearer to the Sun, Pluto has more of an atmosphere. The frozen gas
melts a bit and even clouds sometimes form, When it moves away from the Sun again
the atmosphere freezes and falls back to the surface. The gravity on Pluto is only about
8% of the gravity on Earth. If you weigh 70 kg on earth, you would weigh only about 5
kg on Phuto. It is very, very cold and the Sun can only be seen as a very tiny spot.
