A collocation is two or more words combined together. These combinations sound natural to native speakers, but students of English have to
learn them with exercise because they are often difficult to guess: The unnatural combinations are wrong for native speakers of English. As an
example, the adjective "fast" collocates with "cars" but not with "look." Learning collocations is the most important part of learning the
vocabulary of a language. Some collocations seem fixed or very strong. In "take a photo," no word other than "take" collocates with the photo
to give the same meaning. The other example is "make an effort" and not "do an effort."

Some collocations are more open, because several words may go together to give a similar meaning, for example, "keep to or stick to the rules."
Sometimes, a pair of words may not be wrong, and people will understand it, but it may not be the natural collocation. If someone says I did a

few mistakes, a fluent speaker of English may understand, but it would probably say, "I made a few mistakes."

You can find words easily because dictionaries put them
in alphabetical order. The word "dictionary" comes from the Latin "diction" ("saying").

There are several kinds of dictionaries. Dictionaries that explain words and how they are used; dictionaries that translate words from
one language to another; dictionaries of biography that tell about famous people; and technical dictionaries that explain the meanings
of technical words.

Dictionaries that explain what words mean give a clear "definition" of them. A good dictionary also gives more information about

words. For instance, it explains how they are pronounced.
Usually the International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA) is used for this purpose. A complete dictionary also tells you about the origin of

Electric cars don t burn gasoline in the engine, so they don t pollute the air. They use electricity stored on the car in batteries.
Sometimes, 12 or 24 batteries, or more, are needed to power the car. Just like a remote - controlled car, an electric car has an electric
motor that turns the wheels and a battery to run the motor.
Electricity, the same energy that lights your lamps and runs your TV, is stored in batteries on an electric car. The batteries can be like
the batteries you find in flashlights or in regular gasoline cars.
To get the battery ready to roll, you have to charge it. This process isn t much different from the way you charge the portable devices
you carry around every day: your cell phone, MP3 player, or digital camera. The difference is that you deal with a much bigger gadget

that carries you around instead.
